PURPOSE

To enable a DES member to pursue graduate or post-graduate studies in a diabetes-

SELECTION PROCEDURE

As soon after April 1st as feasible, the Coordinator, Professional Membership & Projects, will mail all completed applications and supporting materials to the DES Director, Professional Development. Incomplete applications will be returned to the applicant. The DES Awards Selection Committee will meet to select the successful applicants. An effort will be made to notify all applicants of the outcome of their application as soon as possible, preferably by July 15th.

The awards will be disbursed directly to the scholar by the award sponsor upon receipt of proof of acceptance in the program indicated on the application. The scholarships will apply for 5 years only. Funds will be issued in installments (50% at the beginning and 50% upon completion, if done within the 5-year term). When completed, a copy of the report will be submitted to the sponsor and to the Coordinator, Professional Membership & Projects to be submitted to Canadian Journal of Diabetes and/or Diabetes Communicator. In the event the scholar does not enrol as planned, the scholarship will be withdrawn.

PROMOTION

The DES Director, Professional Development, will ensure the scholarships are advertised adequately each year. Sponsors may promote the scholarships in an appropriate fashion, subject to approval of the DES Executive. Scholars will be announced each year in the Canadian Journal of Diabetes, and at the Canadian Diabetes Association website (http://www.diabetes.ca) and the DES Honour Society display at the CDA/CSEM Professional Conference and Annual Meetings.
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
